What to bring with you

Decent footwear, boots, waterproof, rugged
Appropriate clothing to spend a day outdoors in the
weather conditions that day

Eye protection goggles or safety glasses if you have any

NEWT can provide safety glasses and gloves if you do not have any, but it
costs us a lot of money, so it helps if you can bring your own. We do clean

them each time, but many people prefer to wear their own anyway.

Liability and photograph consent

We all want to keep you safe! But as a small charity NEWT can not afford
the liability insurance for your wellbeing or damage to your property.
You will be asked to sign a liability waiver form stating that you take
personal responsibility. Under 18's will also need parental consent.

We will provide a health and safety briefing and training on the tools that
you will be using that day. It is then your responsibility to say if you are
unsure about or not comfortable doing anything.

We do take photographs and videos of our work parties in action. You

will be asked to sign a consent form for your picture being used in
NEWT’s promotional media. Please tell us if you have any concerns.
